KP5/NP3VI Desecheo Island -update January 28

The image accompanying this update illustrates an important reality of the Desecheo DXpedition:
operating a remote, solar-powered DXpedition is a constant balancing act.

Every operating decision requires us to carefully balance battery conservation, power
consumption, and on-air effectiveness, while remaining focused on our primary objective: working
as many All-Time New Ones (ATNOs) as possible, while still providing band and mode fills where
conditions allow.

Unlike traditional DXpeditions, this operation is constrained by renewable power and strict
environmental requirements. As a result, when propagation is favorable, we must often remain on
the most productive bands and modes for extended periods of time. This approach maximizes
total QSOs and gives stations with limited antennas or narrow propagation windows the best
chance to complete a contact.

3YOK Bouvet Island Dxpedition -update

Due to unforeseen circumstances, the 3YOK DXpedition to Bouvet Island will be delayed by
approximately two weeks.

Our vessel requires additional maintenance to ensure it is fully prepared for the demanding
journey to one of the most remote and challenging locations on the planet. While this delay is
disappointing, the safety of our team remains our top priority. This adjustment does not alter the
overall strategy of the DXpedition, which has been carefully planned over the past three years.

TL8BNW Central African Republic -update by Joao CR7BNW

I would like to inform readers that this weekend, if there are no logistical delays, I will be
receiving some equipment to upgrade my band capabilities. I will be trying 160m both in digital
modes and in SSB. To make this possible, I'll need to make some adjustments to my dipole, which
will remain configured exclusively for 160m from 04 FEB 26 to 14 FEB 26. After that period, I will
reconfigure the dipole back to 40m, 20m, 15m, Fnd 10m.
