3YOK Bouvet Island Dxpedition -update

Four days after we last checked, the ARGUS is still on course to make a February 17th arrival at
Cape Town. Current position @ 0900Z today shows the vessel is approx 500 miles east of St
Helena (ZD7).
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KP5/NP3VI Desecheo Island -update

We are pleased to announce an extension of the Desecheo DXpedition 2026 until Tuesday, March
3. The original recovery date was Thursday, February 12, however deteriorating sea conditions
have required us to delay equipment recovery until March 3.

As a result, the DXpedition will remain on the air longer, providing additional opportunities for
operators to work Desecheo Island for an All Time New One (ATNO), which remains our primary
focus. During the extension period, we will continue to operate on the bands and modes that have
proven most effective and productive.

XWOLP Laos -update by Simon

I am no longer operating my radio equipment in Laos, Burma or Thailand. I have returned
permanently to the UK.

This decision was ‘encouraged’ by the Lao police, who detained me at my house in Luang Prabang
on Christmas Day 2025 and took me to the main police building in the town. My computer and
passport were confiscated and no reason given. A stand-off then occurred, with myself refusing to
leave the police station without my computer and passport. After 5 hours without food or water,
my computer was returned, but not my passport or Lao stay permit. I returned to the police
